BLUF – Due to the guidance/restrictions in References A & B, RA Golf can no longer conduct the RA Individual and Inter-Unit Championships as previously planned.  The RA Inter-Unit Championship is now postponed until 2021 (dates TBC).  The RA Individual Championships will take place on 22 Sep 20, the venue is now Tidworth Garrison Golf Club.

Introduction.  The Royal Artillery (RA) Individual Golf Championships will take place on Tuesday 22 Sep 20 at Tidworth Garrison Golf Club.
2.
Schedule.  The RA Individual Championships will be conducted as a single day event on 22 Sep 20.  Golfers compete individually in this event over 36-holes.  To accommodate for golfers of all abilities there are numerous categories in which to compete, including: scratch medal; nett medal; and high-handicap stableford.  Full details of this event can be found at Annex A.  The RA Inter-Unit Championships are postponed until 2021 (dates TBC).

Entries.  The closing date for entries is 11 Sep 20
, NO ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED AFTER THIS DATE..  Handicap limit of 28 for men and 54 for women. 
4.  Social Distancing.  All participants are to remain vigilant at all times and retain a 2m social distance throughout the day.  You are to comply with the ruling of arrival and departure procedures and not gather in groups other than your 4-ball playing group.

CO/Line Manager Authority.  Prior to completing your entry into this event you are to ensure that this letter is brought to the attention of your Commanding Officer (CO) or Line Manager for approval. A copy of the Covid-19 Risk Assessment and the Actions on Contamination (which you should read) are enclosed and CO’s are to satisfy themselves they are content for the SP to be released. Should your availability for this match change, please contact the undersigned at the earliest opportunity.

Venue.  Tidworth Garrison Golf Club. 
7.
Gunner Team Selection.  The RA Golf Championships will serve as opportunity to identify players for upcoming Royal Artillery teams; including the annual fixture against the Royal Engineers at Royal St. George’s Golf Club. 
8.
Women Golfers.  Women golfers are encouraged to compete in the championships.  Regimental Golf Officers’ must highlight this event to women golfers in their units.  If multiple women enter, RA Golf will organise the inaugural RA Women’s Championship.
9.
Accommodation.  There is no Accommodation available for this Event as this would make it a Multi-day Event, therefore if you cannot travel/play and travel within Drivers hours regulations you are advised not to Enter the Competition
8.
Transport.  The use of the Representational Sport Travel Vote is authorised through your unit UIN, quoting Local Project Code (LPC) ZZP 1E1 1403 and Resource Account Code (RAC) PDA002 attributing the costs to the AG TLB.  For contract bookings, e.g. civilian flight/hire cars etc, use the unit UIN, Purpose of Travel Code (POT) 16 and RAC PDA002. Teams/players should make every effort to minimise costs by vehicle sharing however, there is to be no private car sharing to this event.

Publicity.  Regimental Golf Officers must promote this prestigious event.  Individuals of all ranks, ages and abilities are encouraged to participate in what will be an excellent golfing experience.  All Gunners are asked to pass on details of this event to golfing Gunners who are serving outside of the RA chain of command.  
11.
Handicap Authenticity.  The primary aim of these championships is to encourage and promote golf within the RA.  It is recognised that golf can be expensive and expecting all entrants to be members of golf clubs with current CONGU handicaps is not realistic.  Regimental Golf Officers’ may be requested to validate the handicaps for the entrants from their respective units.  Fundamentally, golf is a sport based upon integrity and any individual found to be playing with a false handicap to gain an advantage may be disqualified.  On all handicap matters the decision of the championship committee
 will be final.
12.
Summary.  The RA Golf Championships offers the chance for unit level golfers to develop their experience and to contribute to Gunner Golf.  It aims to encourage and support all abilities of golfer and to identify those with talent for future development.  If any individual requires further information about the event, they should contact the undersigned at the first opportunity.

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RA INDIVIDUAL GOLF CHAMPIONSHIPS – 22 SEP 20
1.
Format.  Golfers compete individually in this event over 36 holes on 22 Sep 20.  To accommodate for golfers of all abilities there are numerous categories in which to compete.
2.
Eligibility.  Regular and reserve RA personnel are eligible to play in all aspects of the event.  Retired RA and attached-arm personnel can compete in the Affiliated Completion (para 3.f.).  
3.
Competition Categories.  As follows:
a.
RA Championship Tray.  Awarded to the golfer with the lowest gross score over 36 holes.  The winner of this category is crowned the RA Champion Golfer of the Year.
b.
RA Handicap Cup.  Awarded to the golfer with the lowest net score over 36 holes. 

c.
Spencer-Smith Cup.  Awarded to the golfer, aged 25 (or under) with the lowest gross score over 36 holes.

d.
High Handicap Stableford Competition.  Played over 36 holes, for golfers with handicaps of 19 and above. 
e.
RA Women’s Championship.  To be conducted if multiple woman golfers compete.

f.
Affiliated Competition.  A nett and scratch stableford 36-hole competition. – CANCELLED.
g.
Nearest the Pins.  TBC (based on the clubs Risk Assessment).  
h.
Longest Drives.  TBC (based on the clubs Risk Assessment).  
Current holders are to return the above trophies; suitably engraved and cleaned to WO2 Kerry Roberts by 31st Jul 20.
4.
Prizes.  Whilst there will be no formal prize-giving there will be an extensive prize table with multiple awards for each category.

5.
Cost.  The cost to enter the RA Individual Golf Championships is £50 (£25 for members of Tidworth Garrison Golf Club).  This cost includes, green fees, competition fees, coffee on arrival and lunch.
