General 

1. The 2021 Infantry Golf Championships will be held at St Anne’s Old Links Golf Course (Post code FY8 2LD) on 27 May 2021. This is an excellent venue and it’ll be the first time the Championships have been played here. The golf club is a Championship golf course and is an R&A Open Qualifying venue with outstanding practice facilities.
2. All players entering this event are to ensure that this letter is brought to the attention of your Line Manager for approval and confirmation that they are satisfied with the risk in participating in the event is ALARP.  A copy of the COVID-19 Risk Assessment produced by the event organiser and the COVID Actions on Contamination (which you should read) are enclosed and the venue RA can be found here.  LMs are to satisfy themselves they are content for their SP to be released. Should availability for this match change, please contact the undersigned at the earliest opportunity.
Eligibility
3.
The Championships are open to all serving members of the Army who are cap badged Infantry. In order to encourage new golfers, there is no handicap limit. However, the field will be limited to 72 players. If the field exceeds 72, the players will be balloted out in handicap order.

4.
Reserve and retired members of the Infantry may play. Retired members are not eligible to win either the Infantry Championship Putter or the Handicap Cup. We do have separate prizes for retired Infantry personnel.
5.
Current handicap certificates will be required from a bona fide golf club or association on the day of competition. As way of a warning order these handicap certificates will be checked by the committee on arrival, this is to protect the integrity of the field. Failure to comply with this direction could render the competitor ineligible to win a major prize. For this reason, the handicap limit is 28. 
Format
6.
The Championships will take place over 1 day with 36 holes being played from the white tees. The following individual and team competitions will be played and contested for:

a.
36 Hole Scratch Medal: The Infantry Champion (Regular and Reserve Infantry).
b.
36 Hole Stableford Competition: The Infantry Stableford Champion (Regular & Reserve Infantry).
c.
36 Hole Scratch Team Championship: Infantry Unit Champions (Regular & Reserve Infantry units).
d.
36 Hole Stableford Team Competition: Infantry Stableford Team Champions (Regular & Reserve Infantry units).
e.
36 Hole Infantry Veteran Scratch Champion (Retired Infantry).
f.
36 Hole Infantry Veteran Stableford Champion (Retired Infantry).
g.
A selection of subsidiary prizes; from the longest drives, nearest the pin on each of the rounds with a “twos” pot running as well (Open to all Competitors).
h.
Not to forget the most important prize for the Maintenance of Morale, the most Golf played (Open to all competitors).
7.
Team entries are invited from all units and HQs where Infantrymen are present.

8.
Unit teams should consist of 3 players and they should play for that unit regardless of Infantry cap badge. The team competition is a scratch and stableford event over 2 rounds with all 3 players’ scores to count. Exceptions to these rules of eligibility can be discussed with the Secretary.

9.
The Championships will also serve as the basis for the selection of the Infantry team to compete in the Inter Corps Championships in Jul 21 at Saunton Golf Club.
Prizes

10.
Prizes will be awarded in the following order of prestige:

a.
Winner 36-hole scratch medal: The Infantry Champion.

b.
Runner up 36-hole scratch medal.

c.
Winner 36-hole Stableford: The Infantry Stableford Champion (3/4 handicap allowance).
d.
Runner up 36-hole Stableford (3/4 handicap allowance).

e.
Team scratch winners.

f.
Team scratch runners up.
g. 
Team stableford winners (3/4 handicap allowance).
h.
Team stableford runners up (3/4 handicap allowance).
i.
Infantry Veteran Scratch Winner.
j.
Infantry Veteran Stableford Winner (3/4 handicap allowance).
k.
Nearest the pin.

l.
Longest drive.

m.
There will also be separate sweepstakes for 2s.
11.
Disputes and ties will be decided by the Competition Committee (Chairman, Secretary and Assistant Secretary) in accordance with the rules of golf as laid down by the R&A.

12.
Due to COVID-19 there will be no official prize giving on the day of competition, but all prize winners will be contacted directly to arrange collection of the prizes. 
Entry

13.
The entry cost will be £85 per individual.  This includes two rounds of golf, bacon roll tea & coffee on arrival, lunch & prizes. Entry into the team event is £25 per team.   
14.
This year we are only taking online bookings. Please follow the link below to enter the 2021 Infantry Golf Championships. Entries will only be accepted for individuals and teams who have entered online, and full payment received. Practice Round

16.
St Anne’s Old Links has agreed to allow competitors to play a practice round on Wed 26 May 21 after 1330hrs for a reduced cost of £35. Practice rounds are to be booked in advance through the pro shop on 01253723597 stating that you are part of the Infantry Championships.  
Accommodation

17.
Due to COVID-19 FHPM, accommodation is not available for this event
18.
Food will be provided as part of the package on Thu 27 May 21 at the golf course.
Travel and Administration

19.
Travel at Public Expense. Travel is authorised in accordance with 2019DIN10-025 – Travel at Public Expense for Army Sport. Every effort must be made to minimise publicly funded travel costs by sharing vehicles, However it should be noted that private car sharing is prohibited; below is an extract from the Army Sports Control Board (ASCB) with reference to AIs.   
a.
This fixture is subject to approval from ASCB and is recognised as an official Inter-Corps or Corps Representative* fixture and is also published on the ASCB Fixtures List.  Those personnel listed as attending the event are entitled to request publicly funded transportation to attend the fixture. Individuals are to submit a copy of this AI to their respective transport managers for either military white fleet or hired vehicles in accordance with References A-E.
b.
Personnel that are serving overseas and who have been selected for this fixture may also apply to their respective unit movement cell for air passage to the UK, however approval will be subject to the individuals CoC, and any budgetary restrictions. They may also apply for one way hired vehicles from the point of arrival in UK and the departure airport.  
c.
Pot Code 16 is to be used and your own units UIN when submitting your application for military transport or if approved to re-claim travel costs via JPA as an iExpense claim due to the non-availability of military transport. Personnel travelling from the same unit or garrison location should ideally share transport to reduce costs.

20.
All those selected should advise their RAO to ensure that their participation in the event has been published on respective Unit Part 1 Orders, to formalise their ‘on duty’ status for this event.
