General 

1. The 2021 Royal Artillery Golf Spring Championships will be held at Tidworth Garrison Course (Post code SP9 7AF) on 9 Jun 2021. 
2. All players entering this event are to ensure that this letter is brought to the attention of your Line Manager for approval and confirmation that they are satisfied with the risk in participating in the event is ALARP.  A copy of the COVID-19 Risk Assessment produced by the event organiser and the COVID Actions on Contamination (which you should read) are enclosed and the venue RA is also enclosed.  LMs are to satisfy themselves they are content for their SP to be released. Should availability for this match change, please contact the undersigned at the earliest opportunity.
Eligibility
3.
The Championships are open to all serving members of the Royal Artillery or other cap badges who are currently serving on the strength of an RA unit.  Reserve and retired members of the Royal Artillery are also eligible to play.  To encourage new golfers, there is no handicap limit. However, the field will be limited to 72 players. If the field exceeds 72, the players will be balloted out in handicap order.

4.
Current handicap certificates will be required and may be checked by the committee on the day of the event, this is to protect the integrity of the competition. Failure to comply with this direction may disqualify the competitor. 
Format
5.
The Championships will take place over 1 day with 36 holes being played from the white tees.  Competitors will automatically be entered into the competition for the trophies for which they are eligible by handicap, rank or age.  
6.
The Championships will also serve as the basis for the selection of the Royal Artillery team to compete in the Inter Corps Championships in Jul 21 at Saunton Golf Club.
7.
The first tee will be at 0804hrs and the first afternoon tee at 1332hrs.

Prizes

10.
Full prize details will be available to view on the day, including seniority of prizes.
11.
Disputes and ties will be decided by the Competition Committee (Chairman, Secretary and Treasurer) in accordance with the rules of golf as laid down by the R&A.

12.
Due to COVID-19 there will be no official prize giving on the day of competition, but all prize winners will be contacted directly to arrange collection of the prizes. 
Entry

13.
The entry cost will be £45 per individual.  This includes two rounds of golf, bacon roll tea & coffee on arrival, lunch & prizes.  
14.
All bookings are to be made via the Royal Artillery Golf Society Website.  For non-RAGS members applications should be made vie unit golf representatives via the undersigned.

16.
Practice rounds are to be booked directly with the club on an individual basis.  
Accommodation

Due to COVID-19 FHPM, accommodation is not available for this event
18.
Food will be provided as part of the entry fee.
Travel and Administration

19.
Travel at Public Expense. Travel is authorised in accordance with 2019DIN10-025 – Travel at Public Expense for Army Sport. Every effort must be made to minimise publicly funded travel costs by sharing vehicles, However it should be noted that private car sharing is prohibited; below is an extract from the Army Sports Control Board (ASCB) with reference to AIs.   
a.
This fixture is subject to approval from ASCB and is recognised as an official Inter-Corps or Corps Representative* fixture and is also published on the ASCB Fixtures List.  Those personnel listed as attending the event are entitled to request publicly funded transportation to attend the fixture. Individuals are to submit a copy of this AI to their respective transport managers for either military white fleet or hired vehicles in accordance with References A-E.
b.
Personnel that are serving overseas and who have been selected for this fixture may also apply to their respective unit movement cell for air passage to the UK, however approval will be subject to the individuals CoC, and any budgetary restrictions. They may also apply for one way hired vehicles from the point of arrival in UK and the departure airport.  
c.
Pot Code 16 is to be used and your own units UIN when submitting your application for military transport or if approved to re-claim travel costs via JPA as an iExpense claim due to the non-availability of military transport. 

20.
All those selected should advise their RAO to ensure that their participation in the event has been published on respective Unit Part 1 Orders, to formalise their ‘on duty’ status for this event.
