5. Player Information. All player information can be found on the RAGS website by following this link or alternatively visit https://www.royalartillerygolfingsociety.co.uk/.
6. Player Release. The Chairman of RA Golf requests that all Commanding Officers release nominated RA players for this important fixture. Any player who has an availability issue is to notify the Team Captain, as soon as possible.

7. Reporting. All selected players are to report to the Team Captain at 0800hrs on Wed 14 Jul 21 at FHGC clubhouse when team pairings, Covid briefing and general administration will be confirmed.
8. Match Manager. The Match Manager is to account for both team members, collect all money and clear the bill prior to departure. On completion of the fixture he is to inform the RAGS Secretary of the results, so that the RAGS website can be updated.
9. Format. The format for the day is fourball better ball in the morning (first tee booked 0900hrs Blue Course) and singles in the afternoon played in fourballs (afternoon tee booked 1400hrs Red Course). All players will be playing off 95% of their WHS index.
10. Dress.
a. Golf Course. FHGC is an excellent venue and a high standard of dress is expected throughout the day. Serving players will be required to wear blue shirts AM and red shirts PM.
b. Prize giving. There is no requirement for jacket and tie for the post match prize giving. Golf attire may be worn so that players can depart in a timely manner.

Cost. The cost for this event will depend on the RAGS subsidy (for green fees only), when confirmed by the RAGS Sec, both Captains will be informed of the total cost. It will be approximately £70 per person and is inclusive of tea/coffee & bacon roll on arrival and lunch (Ham, egg and chips (dietary requirements must be highlighted to the undersigned ASAP)). Players are to ensure that they follow the rules as clearly stipulated in the DIN and quote POT Code 16. Private car sharing is prohibited.
