Date and venue.  This meeting will be held at Clandeboye Golf Club (www.cgc-ni.com) on Fri 23 July 21. This will be a 36-hole stableford competition, including bacon rolls & coffee, lunch and prizes. Rules.  Current R&A Golf which can be found at Ref A will apply throughout, along with any local rules for Clandeboye Golf Courses, which will be found on the reverse of the score cards.

Starting times.  Will be distributed during the week commencing Mon 19 July 21. If individuals fail to turn up, the flights will stand unless it results in a single player.
