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Royal SIGNALS GOLF CHAMPIONSHIPS  21 & 22 July 2021
General
1.
The R SIGNALS Golf Championships 2021 will be held at The Ashley Wood Golf Club (TAWGC), Blandford on Wed 21 and Thu 22 Jul 21.

2.
The Championships are open to all ranks of the R SIGNALS, past and present who hold an active Certified Golf Handicap but excludes all ex-Corps members who have transferred to another Arm or Service.  All competitors have provided a CDH
 number prior to the start of the competition.  
Competitions
3.
The format of the meeting has changed to maximize numbers attending and to enable more participation in realistic competition.  The following competitions will take place:

a. Wed AM.   First 18 holes of the 36-hole Medal competition for category 1 and 2 golfers. First 18 holes of the 36-hole Stableford competition for category 3 golfers.
b. Wed PM.   Individual Stableford for the R SIGNALS Stableford Challenge Cup.

c. Thu AM.   Second 18 holes of the 36-hole Medal and Stableford competitions. 
d. 
Thu PM.   A Greensomes Stableford competition for the R SIGNALS Greensomes 
Cup, pairings to be drawn.

4.
The 36-hole competitions incorporate:

a. The R SIGNALS Individual Scratch Champion Trophy.

b. The R SIGNALS Individual Handicap Challenge Cup.

c. The R SIGNALS Category 3 Stableford Champion. (Keith Pritchard Memorial Bowl).
d. The R SIGNALS Officers Trophy.

e.
The R SIGNALS Veterans Salver.

f.
The R SIGNALS Inter Unit Team Competition.

Trophies and Prizes
5.
Competitors may win more than one trophy but only one individual prize.
Handicaps
6.
There is a maximum playing handicap of 28. All golfers in the Championship have a bona fide handicap and CDH number.  If a competitor’s playing handicap changes between now and the competition you are to inform the organiser at golf reception prior to starting the first round.  Categories 1, 2 and 3 are based on the handicaps of the entrants, the category 3 handicaps will only play in stableford competition. The split worked out as Category 1: Handicaps 0 - 9.3 Category 2: Handicaps 9.4 - 16.6 Category 3: Handicaps 17 - 26.4.
Practice Round
7.
A practice round may be played on Tue 20 Jul 21.  The cost is at a negotiated rate of £15.00.  Green fees should be paid to the club professional prior to commencing the practice round.  Practice rounds have been booked for those listed at Annex A.  
Accommodation
8.
Offrs/Retired Offrs.   Officers and Retired Offrs who have requested accommodation have been allocated rooms in the Officers Mess and the room allocation will be available in reception.
9.
Warrant Offrs/SNCO/Junior ranks.   A list of those requesting accommodation is at Annex B.  Corporals and below will be accommodated in the transit accommodation whilst all Warrant Officers’ and Senior Non-Commissioned Officers’ have been allocated a room in their Mess.  See Annex B for details of how to access the rooms.
10.
Car Passes.  All vehicles entering Blandford Camp are required to display a valid Car Pass.  An “event pass” will be issued by the MPGS which must be displayed at all times when your vehicle is on camp. Event passes must be placed in the pass box at the exit to camp on final departure. Parking is limited around the transit blocks however the GSM has agreed that vehicles can be parked outside Georgia or Mount Pleasant blocks as most golfers are SNCOs. Park well to let everyone in or end up on Anson square and walk!
11.
Catering.   All personnel booked into the transit accommodation are expected to take their meals in the Junior Ranks Dining Hall under Pay as You Dine procedures. Sergeants and above are to eat in their respective messes. All dining facilities adhere to strict FHP guidelines, ensure you follow the rules of 6 to a table and leave once finished. Mealtimes in the Main dining room are as follows:

0600 – 0815

Lunch

1200 – 1330

Dinner

1800 - 1930
Lunch for the two competition days will be provided at The Ashley Wood Golf Club and the costs are included in the entry fee. TAWGC are employing strict CV-19 rules; tables are to be no more than 6 seated, all transactions are table service, three is to be no cash, cards only. Once you have finished your food you are to move outside soonest. Officers’ Mess breakfast time is from 0700 hrs however, cereal and toast will be available from 0630 hrs for those golfers with an early tee time. Those Officers wishing to take an evening meal in the Mess on Tues or Weds should book it at breakfast on the day.
12.
Day One tee Times.   The tee times for day one can be found at Annex C. You have five and a half hours to complete your first round and lunch before you tee off again. Keep moving! Tee times are split between the first and twelfth tee boxes. The committee have gone for a split of handicaps amongst the top two divisions this year rather than the old format of handicap order. This should help to ensure that rules knowledge is spread amongst the field by the lower handicappers in the event of a need to spread wisdom amongst the group.
Club House Dress
13.
Smart casual wear is acceptable throughout the competition, no jeans or collarless shirts. Clean soft spike golf shoes may be worn in the clubhouse.  Ensure you continue to wash your hands every time you enter the clubhouse. Due to current COVID-19 restrictions prize giving will be an extremely low-key affair with just the six trophy winners being presented by the committee, adhering to social distancing policy.

Prize Giving

Prize giving for the major trophy winners will take place in the clubhouse as soon as possible after play on the Thursday.  
Compliance
17.
This event will take place in accordance with ABN 095 2021, TAWGC RA, the AGA RA and CV-19 actions on contamination. These documents must be read by all attendees and Commanding Officers are to be made aware prior to the release of participants. 
18.
All participants are to comply with HMG direction on maintaining 2m social distancing at all times. Due to COVID-19 players must meet certain policy in order for the event to be played in line with the Army Golf Association Guidance. This can be found at the link AGA Practical Guide for Event Organisers . All attendees must watch- https://jive.defencegateway.mod.uk/videos/16686 and then log in to Defence Connect to complete the self-declaration form 24hrs prior to the event. Declaration can be found here; https://www.armygolf.co.uk/fhpbrief2020/. Participants should also familiarise themselves with FHGC’s own COVID-19 safety measures and specific rules in place. The Corps secretary for the R SIGNALS (Capt Ian Wells) will forward a complete nominal roll of attendees NLT 24 hours before the match commences and again straight after the match confirming attendance to the AGA secretary. 
19.
In addition to the declaration ALL players are to bring 3 lateral flow COVID tests (Order coronavirus (COVID-19) rapid lateral flow tests - GOV.UK (www.gov.uk)) with them and be ready to provide the results on Tue PRIOR to the practice round (log the result on the NHS app) or PRIOR to the main comp starting on Wed AM if they are not playing a practice round.
20.
It is of the upmost importance that all CV19 direction is adhered to and those golfers not presenting their results or presenting a positive result will be asked immediately to leave the competition and follow government guidance on testing positive for CV-19. The committee reserve all rights to prevent individuals playing in the competition at all times.

On arrival at Blandford camp all vehicles will be issued with an “events car pass”. This is to be displayed at all times whilst on camp. Retired members are to ensure that they have photo ID (passport/driving licence) with them to enable access to the camp. Those not accommodated in the two Messes should drive to Celle Block where you will find your room and bed allocation. The first JNCO to arrive should collect the envelope with keys from the guardroom – all others just need to go to Celle Block.
